e At these meetings, the requirements for registration will be explained in detail.
e You will be given a registration package which you will take home with you.

Step 3: Fill out all the necessary forms and acquire all the necessary documents for
registration. This will all be explained to you at the Orientation. Please note: You will
not be permitted to register unless all the paperwork is submitted.

Step 4: Attend a REGISTRATION MEETING. We offer the following options:

Wednesday, October 18 at 6 pm - Parish Hall

e At these meetings you will submit documentation and be given a date for your
child’s celebration. You will also be given all the materials for your child’s
preparation for the Sacrament of Reconciliation.

Who should attend?
The meeting is intended for parents and is not suitable for young children.
